


IMPACT Documentation of Trial Independence and Extended Court Jurisdiction

Staff should take the following steps in IMPACT regarding trial independence and the return from trial independence:

I.
Extension of court jurisdiction
A. Legal Action
1) When courts extend jurisdiction, under Legal Action staff must select an Action of CVS Orders and a SubType of Ext of Crt Jurisdiction. Under Comments, staff must enter the end-date of the court jurisdiction. 

2) If subsequently the court issues another order extending the court jurisdiction to a later date, staff must record a new Legal Action entry and under Comments enter and label the new end-date of the court jurisdiction.

II.
Trial Independence
A. Legal Action 

When a youth starts trial independence:

· If court ordered, under Legal Action, enter an Action of Special Orders, and a SubType of: Other; under Comments, enter "trial independence ordered" and the end date of the court ordered trial independence period.

· If the trial independence order is part of the same order extending court jurisdiction, enter a separate Legal Action for the extension of court jurisdiction (Action: CVS Orders, Sub Type: Extended Court Jurisdiction Past 18.) If the extension of court jurisdiction is time limited, under Comments, label and enter the end date for court jurisdiction.

B. Contacts

If trial independence is not court ordered, enter a Contact for the date the trial independence period starts. Under Narrative indicate "Trial Independence Period" and the start and end dates.

C. Placement and Removal Reason Page

When a trial independence period starts, end-date placement if DFPS Paid (FPS Contracted or FPS Foster/Adopt).

D. SUB Stage
1. SUB REG stage stays open during trial independence
When youth are on periods of trial independence the SUB REG stage must be kept open so that the eligibility can be reinstated if needed. 

2. SUB REG stage is closed if young adult does not return during trial independence period.
3. CRSR SUB C-RC stage is created if the SUB REG stage has been closed and young adult wants to return for extended foster care.
III.
Court Reviews for young adults 18 and Older
Until changes can be made in IMPACT, record court reviews for young adults 18 and older as Placement Review Hearings (Action: CVS Orders, Sub Type: Placement Review Hearings).
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
