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	A. Psychological readiness for adoption:  When possible, the worker must begin discussions with the child about adoptive planning at least three months before placement, if the child is old enough.  The following information must be obtained and documented:

	1. The child’s thoughts about his parents’ inability to raise him.
     

	2. The child’s ability to think and talk about what has happened to him and why

     

	3. The child’s capacity to develop within a family setting.

     

	4. The child’s capacity to relate to new parents.

     

	5. How the child may behave when he moves in with strangers.

     

	6. Describe the child’s understanding of and consent for adoption (legally required of a child who is 12 years old or older).

     

	B. Evaluation:  The worker’s evaluation of the characteristics the child needs in a family, the child’s known or predicted needs for special services after placement, and the kind of family most likely to accept and raise the child.

	     

	C. Adoption assistance:  The worker must provide the following documentation:

	1. A description of services the child is eligible for during placement and after consummation of the adoption.
     

	2. Verification of the child’s eligibility for foster care assistance and SSI, and a determination of the effect of this eligibility on an adoption subsidy.
